Located on 2 waterfront acres in
Upper Nyack, Riverstrip once con-
tained the servants’ quarters of
Shadowcliff, the adjacent Georgian
mansion built for Eleanor Manville
Ford in 1921. Though the servants
quarters were torn down in 1997 1o
make way for the house, the origi-
nal carriage house remains. The
propert takes its name from being
the southern tip of the estate that
ran from North Broadway to the
Hudson River

Hidden from the road by an
impuosing brick wall, the new house,
with its use of stone, colummns and
turrels, evokes a modemn cathedral
It's pre sbably just as large — 8,000

square feet divided into more than
25 rooms,
